Resignation
Senate was informed of the resignation of Ms Geraldine Doherty, the general staff Senator, who has left the University to take up a position with the Melbourne Commonwealth Games Organising Committee.

Welcome

The Chancellor welcomed the student Senator elect for 2006, Mr Aron Oulten, who was attending the meeting as an observer, at his invitation.

Positioning of Australian Catholic University
Senate received a presentation from the University Relations team on Positioning Australian Catholic University, including a Stakeholder Communication Strategy.  Senate commended University Relations for a comprehensive and thoughtful strategy which was well-grounded in research.

Philanthropy and Donations Policies
Senate approved a Code of Practice for Philanthropy and a Donations Policy which had been endorsed by the Strategic Review Committee as part of the first stage in the overall restructure and repositioning of the University Foundation and the University’s formal position on philanthropy and sponsorship.  The policies will be available in the Manual of Administrative Policies and Procedures on the inet, in due course.
Student Disciplinary Code
Senate approved a new Statute 10 – Student Conduct and Discipline – for implementation in the 2006 academic year.  The Statute will replace the Student Code of Conduct and will be available on the inet, in due course.

2006 Operating Budget
Senate approved the 2006 Operating Budget.

Profiling of Religious Education
Senate had lengthy discussion on a proposed structure for the profiling of Religious Education, which had been recommended by Academic Board.  Senate decided it would be appropriate to consider the issue at the same time as the outcome of the Review of Discipline Profile of the Faculties at its meeting in March 2006.

Award of Title of Emeritus Professor
Senate awarded the title of Emeritus Professor to Professor Jack Flanagan.

Award of Honorary Title of Adjunct Professor
Senate awarded the honorary title of Adjunct Professor to Dr Anne Benjamin and to Mr Julian Burnside QC for a period of three years to 24 November 2008.
