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DIGEST OF SENATE MEETING

HELD ON 25 SEPTEMBER 2003

AT MACKILLOP CAMPUS, NORTH SYDNEY

Code of Conduct for All Staff
Senate made a number of comments on a draft Code of Conduct for All Staff which had limited discussion by the Core Planning Group.  A final Code will be brought before Senate for approval, following the consultation process with the Unions and the University community.

Revised Strategic Plan 1999-2008
Senate ratified the Revised Strategic Plan 1999-2008.  It is now the formal Plan for the institution to guide the University for the future.  An abridged Plan will be available shortly.

Redevelopment of Sydney Campuses
Senate received advice that the Standing and Finance Committee has endorsed a business plan for the staged development of the Sydney campus, subject to an independent assessment of the options presented in the plan.

Student Accommodation Proposal for St Patrick’s Campus
A proposal to develop a student accommodation facility for St Patrick’s Campus will be referred to an external consultant to undertake detailed analysis of current and projected future demand for student accommodation in proximity to the campus.

Government Reforms
Senate received a report by the Vice-Chancellor on the significance of the Government’s reforms for the University.  Targets were proposed for future action.

Course Approvals
Senate approved the following new courses recommended by Academic Board:

Faculty of Arts and Sciences
A new fee-paying specialisation of Master of Business Administration (Accounting) to be offered at MacKillop Campus in 2004.

A fee-paying Certificate and Diploma in Church Music to be offered at St Patrick’s Campus in Semester 1, 2004 and at McAuley at Banyo in Semester 2, 2004.

A fee-paying Master of Arts (Liturgy), incorporating a Graduate Diploma in Arts (Liturgy), to be offered at Mount St Mary Campus in 2004 in conjunction with the Catholic Institute of Sydney.

Course Approval Procedures
Senate approved revised Procedures for Course Approval, Amendment and Review – Accredited Higher Education Courses.  The procedures in the Manual of Administrative Policies on the inet site will be updated accordingly.

Joint Awards with Other Institutions
Senate approved protocols for joint awards with other institutions.  The protocols will be added to the Manual of Administrative Policies on the inet site in due course.
