CIO Knowledge Center – This new resource from the Butler Group and Datamonitor is now available.  The Knowledge Center will be most useful to staff and students from the business and information systems areas.  It provides access to current research and trends, technology evaluation reports, financial deals and much, much more.   

Design and Applied Arts Index (DAAI) – a reminder that this database contains over 130,000 annotated references from more than 500 design and craft journals and newspapers published from 1973 onwards, and data on over 50,000 designers, craftspeople, studios, workshops, firms etc., making it the largest index of its 
kind in the world.  Visual arts students and staff at ACU should benefit greatly from this new resource.
GreenFILE – is a new resource from EbscoHost. It is a collection of scholarly and general interest resources on the environment, in particular global warming, green building, pollution, sustainable agriculture, renewable energy, and recycling.  Staff and students interested in Environmental Science may like to have a look at this database.

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Quick-Search & Multi-Search

The Quick-Search and Multi-Search functions, available from the Library’s Databases and eJournals web page (http://www.acu.edu.au/library/find/databases_and_ejournals), allow users to search multiple databases from different vendors at the same time.  Known as federated searching this functionality can save time when users want to repeat the same search in a number of different databases.  Quick-Search offers a collection of pre-selected databases arranged by subject and is most useful for new or infrequent users of the Library’s databases.  Multi-Search allows users who are more familiar with Library resources to choose individual databases to search.  
Regular users of Quick-Search and Multi-Search will notice a new list of options to quickly and easily narrow their search results.  “Clustering” gathers search results together by topic and presents the user with a series of sub-topics that can be used to narrow a search.  “Faceting” groups search results by year, author and journal title allowing users to limit their search with one click.  The ability to narrow search results by clusters and/or facets is becoming more and more common across databases, other electronic resources and the web. Disability Services at ACU libraries
ACU libraries aims to improve its services to disabled students with the secondment of Liz Hartmann (formerly Deputy Manager of the Callinan Library in Ballarat) to a project investigating the conversion of text documents to alternate formats (including MP3, DAISY and other audio) for students with print disabilities. Liz will be assisted by Karen Twelftree (from the Raheen Library in Melbourne) and together they will liaise with the Equity and Disability Unit to assess students’ information needs.

Donna Laffan (from the Electronic Services Unit  and based in Brisbane) recently received a Vice Chancellors Award for her project entitled ‘Addressing Accessibility Needs in Scanned Electronic Resources’. The aim of this project is improve accessibility to the scanned documents in the Library’s Copyright Database, and elsewhere, for people with disabilities.

Online tutorials
