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Single signon to Metalib and databases from 1 October, 2008.

The Library has been working for some time to minimise the number of different usernames and passwords staff and students need to access library resources.  We are pleased to announce that from 1 October you will be able to access Metalib (formerly go fetch) functions using your ACU username and password. We are sure this will make accessing resources much easier for everyone. No more worrying about grey and yellow padlocks! Regardless of whether you are logging in via EZproxy or Metalib you will be able to use the same login details, your ACU username and password.
For example, for staff:
ACU username = first two letters of first name, followed by surname, eg. josmith.
ACU password = the password you use to login at work, eg. myuni123.

It is important to realise, however, that this may mean that you no longer have access to any of your saved searches, alerts or resources you have saved in your personal MyShelf area of Metalib.  To retain these you will need to re-save and re-create them using your ACU login.  We apologise for this inconvenience but we are sure you will see the benefit of having the same signon for all library resources.  You will need to make these changes in MyShelf before 1 October. ParlInfo: offers a single access point to a wide range of Australian Parliamentary resources, including Hansards, House of Representatives Votes and Proceedings, Senate Journals, Notice Papers, Bills and Legislation, Media resources, Library collections and Publications.
Australian Newspapers Beta: from 1803 to 1954.
On 25 July the National Library of Australia launched the Australian Newspapers Beta Service. The project covers a range of newspapers from every Australian state and territory, starting from The Sydney Gazette and the New South Wales Advertiser from 1803.

At present here are over 70,000 newspaper pages in the service, but there will be over 3 million pages in the next few years. A further million pages from the Sydney Morning Herald 1831-1954 will also be digitised.
You can see the actual scanned newspaper and zoom, scroll or pan around a particular page! There is a whole range of browsing options for searching - browse by newspaper title or state or date, but also browse by categories or tags. For example browse by tags such as meningitis or ‘Animal Accidents’ or ‘Ticket of Leave’.
ParlInfo (http://parlinfoweb.aph.gov.au) and Australian Newspapers Beta (http://ndpbeta.nla.gov.au) are both freely available on the web and through our Library catalogue.
