Course Approvals
Senate approved the following course proposals recommended by Academic Board:


Faculty of Arts and Sciences

(i)
fee-paying Doctor of Practical Ministry, with an exit qualification of Master of Practical Ministry, for implementation nationally from 2007;


(ii)
fee-paying Graduate Certificate and Graduate Diploma in Church Music for implementation at St Patrick’s Campus from 2006;

(iii)
fee-paying Master of Music (Performance or Composition) by coursework for implementation at St Patrick’s and Mount St Mary Campuses from 2006;

(iv)
fee-paying Graduate Diploma in Music (Performance or Composition) with an exit qualification of Graduate Certificate in Music (Performance or Composition) for implementation at St Patrick’s Campus from 2006.


Faculty of Health Sciences


fee-paying Master of Applied Exercise Science (Exercise Prescription) and Graduate Diploma in Applied Exercise Science (Exercise Prescription) for implementation at St Patrick’s Campus from 2006.

Senate considered the course proposal for the Master of Teaching (Primary) and Graduate Diploma in Education (Primary).  Senate resolved to refer the course proposal for the Master of Teaching (Primary) and Graduate Diploma in Education (Primary) back to Academic Board and requested that a number of matters raised by Senate be considered.

Senate received and noted a report which summarised religious education and Catholic education requirements for pre-service teacher education recently reviewed and developed by the Faculty of Education.
