Inter-Campus Loans – Easier Access, More Choice! 
As of January 2008, library users are able to lodge Intercampus Loan (ICL) requests directly from the library catalogue. From your office you can now request books that are on loan from your library but ‘on shelf’ at another campus, and without filling in forms. It’s easy.

From your office PC, go to the library’s web page, and: 

1. Select Library Catalogue & eBooks.

2. Select All ACU National campuses.

3. Search for your item.

4. Select the location that has an available copy.

5. Select ‘Request’, enter your library ID and PIN, select your pickup location (generally your home campus) and click go.

You will receive an email telling you when the book has arrived at your pickup location – it will be on the library’s Hold shelf, ready for you to collect. The library will hold the book for five days if it is a standard loan from another campus.

Note: You cannot request items that are in Course Reading or on Restricted Loan at another campus.
The new system eliminates the need for you to complete and submit forms. 

It should boost the number of books being moved from campus to campus and allow the strengths of individual collections to be easily utilized on other campuses. It provides our patrons with a more unified “One Library” where they have easy access to all Australian Catholic University’s library books. 
Ask Your Librarian

The Ask Your Librarian link on the Library web site allows you to seek help from library staff without leaving your office or picking up the phone.  The service has been available for a number of years and is increasing in 
popularity with students and staff alike.  All staff are encouraged to make use of the Ask Your Librarian 
service which operates 7 days a week.   Campus libraries are rostered to give the widest possible coverage for the service and queries will be responded to as quickly as possible.

Linking to Fulltext Articles

Academic staff who have created links to full text articles in Ebscohost’s Academic Search Premier may need to update these links in 2008 because we have upgraded our subscription to Academic Search Complete.  ASC contains everything that was previously available in ASP plus some extra titles and backfiles of significant scholarly journals.  
Procedures for linking to full text articles in some Ovid databases (Journals@Ovid, Books@Ovid, Medline, Maternity & Infant Care, PsychBOOKS) and the Proquest 5000 resources have also been added to the Library web site.
