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New databases for 2006

A reminder that the Library has new or updated subscriptions to the following electronic resources beginning in 2006:
Brill Academic Publishers

- approximately 60 scholarly, full-text journals covering a range of subjects with particular strengths in history, biblical and religious studies.

Catholic Periodical and Literature Index (via Ebsco)
- abstracting index for articles published in Catholic periodicals, Papal documents, church promulgations and books about Catholic faith.  CPLI was available for most of 2005 as part of a free trial. 

Expanded Academic ASAP

 – our subscription has been upgraded from 10 users to unlimited access.

LegalTrac

- indexes over 875 titles including major law reviews, legal newspapers, bar association journals and international legal journals.  109 titles are full-text.

Libraries Australia

 - enables you to search across the combined catalogues of Australian libraries - national, state, public, university, TAFE and government - with one search.
Library, Information Science & Technology Abstracts (via Ebsco) 

– provides indexing & abstracts for more than 600 journals, books, reports and conference proceedings in the area of library, information science and technology.

Project Muse (standard collection)
- offers full-text, online access to over 300 high quality humanities, arts, and social sciences journals from 60 scholarly publishers.

Science Direct 

– our remaining print titles from this publisher will be converted to electronic.

Springer/Kluwer
 – more than 1200 peer reviewed, full-text journals in science, technology and medicine.

Campus subscriptions to print serials published by Brill, Springer/Kluwer and in Project Muse,  as well as local subscriptions to Catholic Periodicals and Literature Index have been cancelled as these (along with many other titles)  are now available electronically to the whole University.
