Database Trials

ATLA Religion Database via Ebsco

ACU staff in the area of theology will be very familiar with the ATLA Religion Database.  The database contains more than 1.3 million bibliographic records on topics such as biblical studies, church history, world religions and more.  ATLA via Ebsco presents the ATLA database in the Ebsco interface.

Humanities International Complete via Ebsco

Humanities International Complete provides full text information for humanities students, teachers and researchers.  The database contains over 1.5 million records, including back files to some of the major journals in the area of humanities

SocINDEX with Full Text via Ebsco

SocINDEX with Full Text is a comprehensive and high quality research database.  It contains over 1.3 million records, including full text from all disciplines of sociology.

Scopus

Scopus covers scientific, technical, medical and social science literature. More than 60% of the titles in Scopus are from countries other than the US.

Chemistry, physics, mathematics & engineering 4500 titles

Social sciences, psychology & economics 2700 titles

Biological, agricultural and environmental sciences 2500

General sciences 50 titles

New computing and IT ebook titles from Safari

Safari Technical Books Online aims to provide “the best IT books from the best publishers” (Safari Tech Books Online) and make them available to IT students and professionals.  ACU staff and students are able to view the Table of Contents and a preview of each chapter in every book available via Safari.  Clicking on the Bookshelf link they can see ACU’s subscription titles, to which they have full access.

The Library has recently obtained access to seven new ebook titles from Safari Technical Books Online. The new titles are:

· Macromedia ColdFusion MX: Web Application Construction Kit (5th ed.)

· Hot text: Web writing that works

Eresources for exercise science

This month we focus on eresources available in the area of exercise science:

Academic Search Premier (Ebsco) – a multidisciplinary database that includes information on aspects of exercise science

Ausport (Informit) – an Australian database covering all aspects of Australian sport including administration, children, coaching, disabled, economics, facilities, history, medicine, nutrition, physiology, psychology and women

AusportMed (Informit) – a subset of Ausport, AusportMed covers medicine, health, biomechanics, psychology, diagnosis, treatment, nutrition diet, physiology, physical fitness and drugs in sport

Expanded Academic – a multidisciplinary database that includes sports and fitness

Health Source: Consumer edition (Ebsco) - medical sciences, food sciences and nutrition, childcare, sports medicine and general health
Highwire Press – ejournal collection that includes sports and exercise medicine

Human Kinetics ejournals – covers all areas of exercise and physical activity; ACU users can view content and abstract information for all 20 journals in the collection.  Access to full text is available for a limited number of titles.

SPORTDiscus - all aspects of sport, fitness, recreation, and related fields
Other resources that might be useful include:

BioMed Central – biomedical information

CINAHL (Ovid) – nursing and allied health

Health Source: Nursing Academic (Ebsco) – nursing and allied health and other areas

MAS Ultra (Ebsco) - general reference, health, science, 

Medline (Ovid) – Medicine, nursing, etc.  

ScienceDirect – science, technology and medical information

Open Access Journals

In late 2001 the Open Society Institute met in Budapest in an effort to make research articles in all academic fields freely available on the Internet.  The result was the Budapest Open Access Initiative (BOAI) which defines open access as “free availability (to scientific and scholarly information) on the public internet, permitting any users to read, download, copy, distribute, print, search, or link to the full texts of these articles, crawl them for indexing, pass them as data to software, or use them for any other lawful purpose, without financial, legal, or technical barriers other than those inseparable from gaining access to the internet itself. The only constraint on reproduction and distribution, and the only role for copyright in this domain, should be to give authors control over the integrity of their work and the right to be properly acknowledged and cited.”

“In response to the evolving opportunities in serials information, ulrichsweb.com is now showcasing Open Access (OA) journals -- free electronic full-text academic and scholarly journals from SPARC, PLoS, Biomed Central, the Directory of Open Access Journals, and other providers. Searching the copyright database

Many of you will be aware that ACU is required to keep records of all copyright material communicated electronically to students.  To this end the Library maintains a copyright database where details of every copyright item that is currently being communicated, or has been communicated in the past, are listed.

With a recent update of the copyright database it has become possible for academic staff to search the copyright database themselves.  The new functionality allows searching by lecturer or subject code, so staff can see what readings they (or someone else) have used for a particular unit.  Other search options include journal title, article title, book title, chapter title, ISBN/ISSN and author.
Once you have identified useful readings already listed in the copyright database, you can contact your ereserve contact in the Library to request that the item be activated for use by your students. (As long as no-one else is using another chapter from the same book or article from the same journal issue.) Your ereserve co-ordinator will add the reading to your eresreve page or send you the appropriate URL for use in your online unit.
