Specifically designed for undergraduate students, the Literary Reference Center is a comprehensive database that provides users with information on thousands of authors and their works across literary disciplines and timeframes. Ebsco introduces “visual search” option

Ebsco has introduced a new way of searching its databases.  The “visual search” option complements the traditional basic and advanced searches and allows users to view their search results as a visual map rather than a list of titles.  It encourages users to narrow their search by clicking on the different parts of the map until they get to a set of articles that meet their needs.

Research Connect

At a recent meeting of the Library Committee, a proposal to develop "Research Connect", an online repository of ACU research was approved. This work follows on from discussions held between the Library and Research Services last year.

The main aims of the project are as follows:

· to collect and store research as it is produced so as to simplify reporting at the end of each RQF cycle

· to make selected ACU research accessible to the public

· to provide a webpage resume and publications list for each ACU researcher

The Library would perform scanning and request permission from publishers to store your research as needed.

We expect that you would experience the following benefits from Research Connect:

· a simplified research submission and logging process

· a smaller RQF workload, improving upon the current complex DEST forms

· a higher profile for you and your research on the Web

· a better citation rate for research that is made publically available

A project website will soon be launched to keep you up to date with further developments.
