New eresources

Lawrence Erlbaum ejournals - we now provide access to six titles from Lawrence Erlbaum. These include:

· Ethics & behaviour

· Human-computer interaction

· International Journal for the psychology of religion

· Journal of community health nursing

· Journal of literacy research

· Measurement in physical education and exercise science

Co-operative Digital Resources Initiative (CDRI) - The CDRI database, from the American Theological Library Association (ATLA) and the Association of Theological Schools, provides access to digital images of woodcuts, photographs, slides, papyri, coins, maps, postcards, manuscripts, lithographs, sermons, shape-note tune books, and various forms of Christian art, architecture, and iconography.  

The addition of CDRI to the Library's electronic resources means that we now provide access to three image collections:

· CDRI, 
· Camio (RLG's Catalog of Art Museum Images Online), and 
· SMART Imagebase (a Scientific and Medical Art collection from Ebsco).

We have also ordered the Maternity and Infant Care database from Ovid and it should become available shortly.

Factiva – losing AFR fulltext

Factiva will lose access to the fulltext of the Australian Financial Review from April 1, 2007.  There will be no change to other Fairfax titles, including the Sydney 
Morning Herald and The Age. These will update in full text as normal. 
The withdrawal of full text Australian Financial Review content is a commercial decision by the publisher, Fairfax Business Media. The process started two years ago and Factiva will be the last international vendor with full text. 

Factiva will have abstract coverage of the Australian Financial Review from April 1, 2007. Coverage starts with a three month archive. The abstracts will be available by 0730 Sydney time each publication day and the other titles on the same day of publication. 
North Sydney Library trials Monitor epay

The North Sydney library is about to trial the first Monitor Epay station. This will allow students to transfer money from their cheque or savings account to their Monitor (printing/photocopying) account. If we find a strong use of Epay, we will be looking at PC based
desktop stations for ongoing use.
Linking from IIMPFT to Naxos 

It is now technically possible to link from International Index to Music Periodicals - Full Text (IIMPFT) to Naxos Music Library.  The first stage of the project has been implemented and there are links to 955 composers. This means that you can search on Bach in IIMPFT and it will provide a link to the composer's page in Naxos which offers biographical information about Bach and lets you listen to his works. We have asked that the link be activated for ACU National and will let you know when that happens.
Audio files in Academic Onefile
Gale's Academic Onefile now provides access to audio files.  Apart from our music collections Academic Onefile is the first of our databases to do so.  Full audio versions of the publications listed below can be found on the Multimedia tab when running a health-related search:
