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New Databases
The Library now provides access to the Catholic Periodical and Literature Index via Ebsco.  CPLI covers all aspects of the Catholic faith and lifestyle, and includes over 370,000 index citations of articles and reviews published in Catholic periodicals, Papal documents, church promulgations, and books about the Catholic faith that are authored by Catholics and/or produced by Catholic publishers. CPLI is a wonderful supplement to the ATLA Religion database, and both these databases can be searched simultaneously through MetaSearch in gofetch (with links to full text when available).

 You can access CPLI by going to the Library web page – http://inet.acu.edu.au/library, clicking on the Databases link then C for Catholic Periodical and Literature Index. 

Users of Business Source Premier will be interested to learn that Ebsco has provided us with a trial of their new Business Searching Interface (BSI).  Business Source Premier will still be available in the traditional Ebsco interface, but BSI includes a number of features designed specifically for business researchers. These include:

· Direct access to screens for browsing Company or Industry Profiles, Country and Market Research Reports. 

· The new Company Profiles display is cleaner and easier to use, with added features such as related search links from the Company Profiles detail screen.

· Source types can easily be limited to Academic Journals, SWOT Analyses, Trade Publications, Industry Profiles, Company Profiles, Market Research Reports and Product Reviews
· Easy access to search options for Company, Industry, Author, Subject, and Publication lists are available from the Basic Search Screen

· Users can browse the Journal Authority file by publication type. 

· Search and Journal Alerts created in EBSCOhost can be conducted using the BSI interface, and vice versa. ‘

Eresources in psychology

Psychology & Behavior (Ebsco) – including nearly 470 full text titles, this database covers emotional and behavioural characteristics, psychiatry and psychology, mental processes, anthropology and observational and experimental methods.

PsycINFO (Ovid) – covers the professional and academic literature in psychology and related disciplines including, medicine, psychiatry, nursing, sociology, pharmacology, physiology and linguistics.

Your Full Text Journals@Ovid – contains full text articles from the PsychArticles database.

Cambridge Journals Online – links to full text from 12 journals in the areas of psychology and psychiatry.

Taylor and Francis Journals – 13 ejournals in the area of psychology from Taylor and Francis publishers.

Wiley Interscience – provides access to a range of ejournals, including some in the areas of abnormal psychology, clinical psychology, developmental and infant/child psychology, educational psychology, general psychology, psychotherapy and social psychology.

Other databases that might be useful include:

Current Contents Connect (ISI) – a multidisciplinary database providing access to bibliographic information that includes the area of psychology.

Expanded Academic – another multidisciplinary database which covers psychology, this time with some full text available.

Ingentaconnect – provides access to bibliographic information for over 6,000 online titles including around 200 in the area of psychology.

ScienceDirect – a collection of science, technology and medicine full text and bibliographic information including some information in the area of psychology.

Social Science Citation Index (SSCI) – bibliographic information from scholarly journals in over 50 disciplines, including psychology.
