Trials 
The Griffith Review is an Australian periodical published by Griffith University.  Each issue is devoted to a topical theme relevant to the tertiary sector.   The themes are explored by some of Australia’s best authors, academics, journalists and artists.  ACU National currently has a trial for this journal.  You can access it by going to the Library web page – http://my.acu.edu.au/library, clicking on Databases then Trials.

Journal Citation Reports – supporting the RQF
Journal Citation Reports (JCR), from Thomson, provides the opportunity to evaluate and compare journals using citation data.  JCR covers over 7500 scholarly and technical journals in the fields of science, technology and the social sciences.  Using JCR you can identify which journals are most often cited in a particular field and the journals with the highest impact factors in field.  These may be useful in assisting researchers to assess the impact of their research, one of the requirements of the coming RQF.
There are two editions to JCR; the Science Edition and the Social Sciences Edition.  The Library now provides access to both these editions for 2005 onwards.

To find the impact factor of a journal:
· Go to JCR from the Databases page on the Library web site.

· Select whether you wish to search the Science Edition or the Social Science Edition.

· Select Search for a Specific Journal and click on Submit.

· Enter the title of the journal you are looking for, eg. Advances in Nursing Science, and click on Search.

· JCR provides details for the journal including the impact factor.

· If you click on the linked title of the journal you will retrieve more detailed information about the number of times the journal has been cited.

JCR contains quite complex information and we recommend that you spend time reading the Information for New Users and the other information available explaining how citation statistics and impact factors are calculated. There is also a section on Using Journal Citation Reports Wisely.  (You can find this under Information for New Users.)  
You can access JCR via the Library web page – http://my.acu.edu.au/library - and go to Databases, then J for Journal Citation Reports.  Alternatively you can access the database from the Services for Researchers web page – http://my.acu.edu.au/library/research/

Ebook collections

Ebooks are becoming a major part of every library collection.  There are a number of publishers providing high quality books in electronic format.  The Library subscribes to a number of ebook collections that you may not be familiar with.

Ebrary – the newest addition to the Library’s ebook collection, Ebrary provides access to almost 30,000 titles from a range of publishers in the fields of business, computing, education, health, humanities, sciences and social sciences.  When you first use Ebrary you will need to download a special Ebrary reader from the web site. (Sometimes this happens automatically when you first view a book).
Safari Tech Books Online – is a collection of information technology and computing ebooks.  Click on the Bookshelf tab to see the 39 titles the Library subscribes to.
CCH – publishes online taxation, legal and business publications.  The Library subscribes to a number of titles from CCH in the areas of equal opportunity, taxation, employment law, school health and safety, law relating to schools and human resources.
Gale Virtual Reference – a collection of 14 reference books covering religion, leadership, management, science and health.
Oxford Reference – over 100 language and subject reference books from Oxford University Press.  Titles include The Oxford Companion to English Literature, The Oxford Dictionary of Popes and The Oxford Companion to Medicine
Knovel – staff and students of ACU National have access to a limited number of titles from K-Essentials, a collection of science and technology books, from Knovel. 

You can access all of these ebook collections by going to the Library web site – http://my.acu.edu.au/library - and clicking on the Databases link.  In the A-Z list, choose the first letter of the title of the collection you wish to use.  

Many of the ebook collections allow you to deep link to sections of the books.  Academic staff teaching online might like to explore this linking as an alternative to scanning book sections and placing them in the copyright database.  For more information contact your campus library.

Library Communications Committee
