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DIGEST OF SENATE MEETING
HELD ON 30 MARCH 2005
AT MACKILLOP CAMPUS

Welcome
The Chancellor welcomed Ms Simone Maciel to her first meeting of Senate as the student Senator.

Integration of Mission-focus
Senate received a report from the Chair of Academic Board on the integration of Mission-focus into the student experience.  Senate commended the Chair of Academic Board for an excellent paper which gives a clear overview of the integration of the Mission into the University.  A copy of the report is to be provided to the Annual General Meeting of Members of Australian Catholic University Limited in May.
Student Contribution Levels
Senate had some discussion on the Student Contribution Level (SCL) for 2006 and beyond in the context of significant financial pressures currently facing the University.  The issue is to be further discussed by management and a recommendation will be made to the June 2005 meeting of Senate.

National Governance Protocols
Senate received advice on the extent to which the University complies with the National Governance Protocols prescribed by the Commonwealth Government.  It was noted that in order to qualify for the grant supplementation provided for in the new Higher Education Support Act 2003 (HESA), the University must comply with the Protocols.  Senate resolved on the two areas of non-compliance which related to the conduct of a regular Senate self-evaluation process and criteria for the qualifications of external members of Senate.
Australian Catholic University Foundation
Senate received and noted a report from the Australian Catholic University Foundation on activities in New South Wales.

2004 Statutory Accounts
Senate approved the 2004 statutory accounts and authorised their presentation to Members of Australian Catholic University Limited and to appropriate authorities.

Compliance with Statutory Requirements
Senate received and noted statements of compliance for 2004 in relation to government legislation, signed by the senior officers directly responsible for those matters.

Revised Financial Delegations
Senate adopted revised financial delegations which have been amended to reflect the current organisational structure.  The revised delegations will be made available in due course.
Award of Honorary Titles
Senate noted that the Standing and Finance Committee approved the award of the following honorary titles, on behalf of Senate:

Mr Christopher Dominic Sidoti, awarded the honorary title of Adjunct Professor for a period of three years until February 2008
Dr Gerard Rummery fsc, honorary title of Adjunct Professor renewed for a period of three years until November 2007.

Criteria for Visiting Staff Titles
Senate adopted revised criteria for honorary titles for visiting staff on the recommendation of the Ceremonial and Protocols Committee.  The Manual of Personnel Policies and Procedures on the inet will be updated accordingly.
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
