ACU National’s new eprint collection
The library's recent purchase of a Content Management System (CMS) opens up new possibilities for searching, storing and managing university information. One of the most exciting projects, and one of the first, to take advantage of the new CMS will be the "eprint collection".

The ACU National eprint collection will be a publicly accessible showcase of the university's research output. It will include pre-prints, working papers, published articles, books and book chapters, online journals, conference papers, and data sets or other forms of research data that have been written by staff at ACU National.  It will also facilitate local, national and international access to these resources by providing details of the research to various Internet search engines, including Google Scholar.  In addition, it will provide a convenient administrative service for academic staff, helping them to organize, store and disseminate their research output.

We are currently in the early stages of setting up the eprint collection and we will be liaising with Research Services as a means of gathering ACU research information that could be imported into the project. We hope to be able to provide a streamlined, simplified process for recording, gathering, and storing research material. Once we set up the system we will need your help. If you would like to participate in the first stage of the project and would be happy for the library to add some or all your research to the archive, please contact Peter Blake (p.blake@mcauley.acu.edu.au) with details of the research you would like to deposit as an expression of interest. It would be appreciated if you could gather together any electronic or printed versions of your research which you have available ready for implementation of stage 1. We will contact you in the coming weeks to advise when we will require your gathered research material - please don't worry if you haven't had time to gather it all, material can be added at a later date. We will write to any joint copyright holders and, if applicable, publishers to obtain their permission.

Anecdotal evidence from other eprint projects around the country suggests that depositing material in the archive can dramatically increase citation rates, particularly where the material was originally published in a low-circulation journal. We look forward to working with you to make your research more widely accessible and widely used.

Getting Back to Basics – information literacy symposium in Adelaide

Early in July, Library staff from the Sydney and Canberra campuses and the Electronic Services Unit attended the fourth symposium of the Australian and New Zealand Institute of Information Literacy.  Day one of the Symposium, titled Getting Back to Basics, looked at engaging the learner and focussed on how to make information literacy interesting and relevant to students.  Day two of the symposium looked at engaging the institution.  It emphasised the importance of having high-level support to ensure the successful implementation of information literacy strategies into the university curriculum. Grove Art Online and Grove Music Online are now searchable via go fetch.  go fetch allows you to search up to eight resources at the same time.  It also provides subject access to the Library’s electronic resources.
