Welcome

The Chancellor welcomed the student Senator elect for 2005, Ms Simone Maciel, who was attending the meeting as an observer, at his invitation.
Evaluation of Teaching and Learning Program
Senate received an interim report from Academic Board evaluating the University’s teaching and learning programs in relation to their effectiveness in preparing professionals for their careers.  A further report will be provided to the March 2005 meeting of Senate.

2005 Operating Budget
Senate approved the 2005 Operating Budget.

Course Approval

Senate approved the introduction of the Bachelor of Visual Arts and Design (Honours) at the Mount Saint Mary and St Patrick’s Campuses in semester 1, 2005.

Award of title of Emeritus Professor
Senate awarded the title of Emeritus Professor to Professor Peter Carpenter and to Professor Muredach Dynan.

Honorary title of Adjunct Professor
Senate awarded the honorary title of Adjunct Professor to Dr Stephen Mugford and Professor Warren Reich for a period of three years to 18 November 2007.

Senate also renewed the term of Adjunct Professor Maev O’Collins for a period of three years to 18 November 2007.
Honorary title of Clinical Associate
Senate approved criteria for the honorary title of Clinical Associate.  The title will be accorded to clinicians who take part, on a voluntary basis, in the teaching and clinical supervision of postgraduate students in approved field placements associated with any of the University’s accredited postgraduate students.

Amendment to criteria for honorary titles for visiting staff
Senate approved amendments to the criteria for the honorary titles of Visiting Lecturer, Visiting Research Fellow, Visiting Fellow and Visiting Professor.  The amendments include a reference to the community engagement activities of the University.

Amendment to Statute 2.8 – the Schools
Senate approved an amendment to Statute 2.8 – The Schools in order to remove an inconsistency with the Staffing Delegations.  The amendment has been incorporated in the Statutes on the intranet.

Graduation in absentia at Senate
Senate conferred the awards of Bachelor of Business (Accounting) and Master of Arts (Theology) on two cohorts of Hong Kong students.  Professor McMullen is to represent the Vice-Chancellor at a ceremony in Hong Kong on 18 December at which testamurs will be presented to the students.
Victorian Education Research Network (VERN)
Senate received advice of a proposal for a consortium of Victorian universities and the CSIRO (with Federal and State Government support) to form a network of internet facilities between universities in Victoria (VERN).  The University is currently analysing the costs and benefits of VERN before making any recommendation to Senate on whether ACU should join the consortium.
Expression of Appreciation
Senate expressed appreciation to the outgoing student Senator, Mr Francis Voon, and wished him well in the future.  Mr Voon thanked all members of Senate for their generous assistance during his term of office and expressed appreciation to the University and Senate for their obvious concern for the welfare of the student body.
