Just a reminder that these databases are all now available via the Ebsco interface. Go to the Library web site – http://my.acu.edu.au/library/, click on Databases then E for Ebsco.  Scroll to the bottom of the list of Ebsco resources and choose the database you wish to use.
Library sessions to support the RQF
Many of you would have attended the sessions on the Research Quality Framework (RQF) conducted by Professor Peter Wilson, PVC (Research and International) in recent times.  Professor Wilson mentioned some Library resources that will assist staff as they prepare for the RQF.  These resources include Journal Citation Reports and Web of Science from Thomson Scientific.  In mid October Library staff will attend information sessions conducted by Thomson Scientific staff to learn more about these resources.  After that time the Library, in association with Research Services, will conduct information and training sessions on these, and other, resources that will assist with the RQF process.  We expect these sessions to begin in November.  Research Services will provide you with more details as soon as dates for each campus are confirmed.
For those of you keen to get started on the RQF process, you will find useful information about JCR and 
other Library resources that provide information about “impact factors” and “citation searches” on the Library’s
Services for Researchers web page – http://my.acu.edu.au/library/research .  You will also find links to a JCR tutorial, Seminar Guide and Frequently Asked Questions about JCR.  On the same page you will find links to a number of our other resources, including Web of Science, that provide some kind of citation searching functionality.  We also provide links to a number of resources, in addition to JCR,  that provide impact factors for their journals.

Environmental science resources
The Library provides access to a number of eresources useful to staff and students interested in the environmental sciences.  If you haven’t used them before you might like to try the following:

Environmental issues: Essential primary sources – from the Gale Virtual Reference Library this ebook is a collection of  primary source documents that focus on the environment.  These include speeches, legislation, magazine and newspaper articles, essays, memoirs, letters, interviews, novels, songs, and works of art each with an overview of the document that places it in context. 

Oxford Reference Online – provides access to language and subject reference works including a small collection of titles in the earth and environmental sciences.

Ebrary – the Library’s new collection of ebooks provides access to many books on enironmental science.  When you access Ebrary simply enter “environmental science” into the search box to retrieve over 1300 titles.  Remember, too, you can link to these titles or chapters within them from your online unit or ereserve. Contact your campus library for more information.
Expanded Academic – browsing by subject in Expanded Academic you will find a range subject headings relating to the environment – environmental economics, environmental health, environmental law, environmental pollution and environmental science.  Alternatively, type environmental science in the basic search box  and click on Search to retrieve articles.
SpringerLink – fairly new to the Library, SpringerLink provides access to over 1500 journals, many with full text available.  Use the Subject links to view the more than 274,000 articles in the Earth and Environmental Sciences.  A green or partially green box next to a title means that we have access to at least some full text.
Taylor & Francis – a leading academic publisher, the Taylor & Francis Group publishes more than 1000 journals.  Use the Journals by Subject option and scroll down to the Environmental Science headings.  Click on these to view journal titles.  A little pair of spectacles next to a title indicates that we have access to at least some full text.

Simply go to the Library web page – http://my.acu.edu.au/library/, click on Databases then the appropriate letter in the A-Z list of resource names.

Library Staff Meet in Canberra
The Library’s Information Services Committee will meet in Canberra in mid October.  Representatives from each campus library and the Electronic Services Unit will gather at Signadou to discuss a range of issues, including information literacy and resources for first year nursing students, the implementation of Reftacker (the Library’s new software for recording enquiry statistics), and support for ACUOnline students and for staff teaching online.  On day two a representative from Thomson Scientific will provide training in the use of Thomson resources, including Journal Citation Reports and Web of Science.  This will enable library staff to provide assistance to those academics involved in the Research Quality Framework. Later that day representatives will visit the National Library and the Australian National University before heading home.
