Senate resolved to establish an Institute of Legal Studies (ILS) to be located initially at St Patrick’s Campus within the Faculty of Arts and Sciences.  The ILS will offer Graduate Certificates and Graduate Diplomas in four major areas:

· Education Law

· Health Law

· Welfare Law, and

· Aged Care Law
