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The Library in 2007 – Our growing resources
In 2007 for the first time, the Library’s acquisitions budget will exceed $2,000,000 – a significant milestone.   We are also moving proportionately more of this budget into content in electronic format.  Many benefits will come with these changes – the overall depth and breadth of our resources will be strengthened, the whole University population will have direct access to even more of our resources on and off campus (many are new, and many previously available only on one campus), and we will be providing much stronger support for the University’s research.  

Two of the major functions of the Library’s Collection Development Standing Committee are to recommend how the acquisitions budget should be distributed and at a more detailed level, to recommend electronic titles and packages for subscription or purchase.  The Committee’s recommendations for 2007 have been endorsed by the Director Libraries and we are now well on the way to providing some splendid new resources.

A summary of the Library’s major new commitments for electronic resources for 2007 follows.   The list includes serials, reference works, ebooks, image databases and a newspaper collection. We are also providing access to a collection of electronic serials to alumni.  There will be more information about many of the new subscriptions in future issues of TLIYO as they come on stream.  Some of them are already available (vendors sometimes give us a bonus period of access before the subscription officially starts). Your campus library staff may also advise you when new subscriptions become available. There have also been some changes to our current subscriptions, though we have not dropped any of our content.

Electronic Serials – in collections or in a group of titles coming from a publisher or vendor:

· JSTOR Arts and Sciences IV and JSTOR Arts and Sciences Complement.  These are very significant acquisitions to support our research: they build on our existing subscriptions to JSTOR Arts and Science I, II and III and help provide us with longer runs of important serial subscriptions. Together they will add long back access (mostly back to volume 1, issue 1) to a further 250 serial titles in the areas of the arts, humanities and social sciences.

· Gale Academic Onefile will replace our existing Gale databases Expanded Academic and LegalTrac.  Academic Onefile is a much larger 
and richer collection – it includes all the Gale content we already have and adds to it much more, in the areas of  IT, education, nursing, environmental science, religion and philosophy, psychology, plus many more.

· Ebsco Literary Reference Centre (a wonderful resource for literature and general cultural studies - a combination of serials, books, and criticism).

· Sage Education Collection, and Sage Nursing Collection.  Each collection contains a cluster of important serials published by Sage.  We have also converted to eformat all our current Sage subscriptions not in one of the collections, and added on several new titles.  These two approaches will give us online access to over 80 Sage titles.

· British Psychological Society – all of the titles published by the BPS, including our current subscriptions and some new titles. 

· eContent:  a collection of Australian titles in various disciplines with back runs, including some current subscriptions (eg Contemporary Nurse) and some new titles.

· Human Kinetics.  We are extending our existing subscription to cover all the Human Kinetics titles. 

· Lippincott Premier Nursing Collection on Ovid – a collection of 91 full text nursing serial titles to replace and enhance our Full Text Nursing Collection 2 (the 14 titles from this collection are all in the new one).

· Ed/IT collection (formerly AACE Digital Library), comprising full text content of 10 academic journals, and conference proceedings etc.  in the area of educational technology and e-learning. 

· Peeters Publications.  All of our current Peeters subscriptions plus a collection of further titles in the areas of theology and philosophy.

· Science Direct:  we have added four more titles to Science Direct (three replacements for print, and one new title).

· Internurse:  full text from 10 mostly English scholarly nursing journals.

· University of Chicago Press – conversion to eformat of our current UCP titles

· CSIRO – conversion to eformat of our CSIRO print subscriptions including Australian Journal of Zoology, and Environmental Chemistry.

There will also be a change of platform for some of our databases – Cinahl, Eric, Medline, SportDiscus (Ebsco has acquired exclusive rights to most of these).  

Individual electronic serials – not in collections.   There are also serials not in collections that we have converted to eformat, to which we have taken out new e-only subscriptions, or to which the only access is now electronic.  A small selection follows: 

· New England Journal of Medicine, Eureka Street, Griffith Review, Progress in Palliative Care, Harvard Educational Review, Technology and Disability, Journal of Literacy Research, British Education Index.

Electronic Reference.  Electronic format is particularly valuable for reference works:  many reference works date quickly and so the currency of eformat is welcome; in most cases reference titles are much easier to search electronically than in print; and many have limited audiences in an individual campus but are very valuable when available to the whole University. Some of the new titles are:

· APPGuide (this is an alternative to MIMS Online).

· Britannica Online (our print encyclopedias are now mostly very old).

· Patrologiae Graecae (a series of over 160 volumes of Greek patristic writing).

· CLCLT: Library of Latin Texts (from Brepols in Belgium).

· Thesaurus Linguae Graecae (a collection of texts in Greek from Homer to the fall of Byzantium).

· Crown Content:  a collection of Australian Reference works including titles like Who’s Who in Australia etc.

· Journal Citation Reports from Thomson Scientific (an important acquisition in light of the RQF process).

· Encylopedia of Islam Online.

· MacquarieNet:  a collection of Australian Reference works including dictionaries, atlases etc.

Electronic Books. In mid 2006 the Library took a subscription to Ebrary Academic Complete – a major collection of electronic books (approximately 30,000 titles).  We are extending our range of ebooks in 2007 by adding the following further collections, and also intend to acquire additional ebooks during the year:

· Books@Ovid (we have ordered 41 nursing titles so far)
· Oxford Scholarship Online – we have ordered the Philosophy and the Religion collections which provide access to nearly 700 OUP books in these fields.

Image Databases – our first venture into this area
· CAMIO Library - a database of fine and decorative art from pre-history through contemporary works.  It contains almost 90,000 images that have been cleared for use for lectures, online courses, study and research.
· SMART Imagebase (from Ebsco) is a collection of over 11,000 medical illustrations, animations and interactive multimedia, depicting anatomy, physiology, surgery, pathology, diseases, conditions, trauma, embryology, histology, and other medical topics.
Electronic Newspapers.   We currently subscribe to Factiva, but this does not provide newspapers in a format that is the equivalent of print.  Our first collection of newspapers in “look like a newspaper” format is:

· Press Display.  This is a collection of 300 major international newspapers from 60 countries in 35 languages and should be of particular interest to many of our international students.

Alumni Access.  A matter of interest for the library has been how to support the University’s alumni program.  We have decided to take out a special “alumni access” subscription to Gale Academic Onefile.  
Accessing the new electronic resources (or indeed the current ones).  As the Library acquires new eresources they are added to our databases and ejournals lists.  They will later appear on the library catalogue, though there may be some delay before this happens.  If you have any problems accessing any electronic resources please contact your campus library staff as soon as possible.

Updating to Ezproxy by Host

Access to Library databases when off-campus is through a proxy server called EZproxy.   The Library has recently reconfigured EZproxy so that it operates by host rather than by port.  This represents a significant improvement as EZproxy by Port used almost 1,000 ports and some company IT network administrators were reluctant to open that many ports for security reasons.  As a result a small number of online students could not access Library databases from their work computers.  Upgrading to EZproxy by Host means that Ezproxy can now be accessed using the standard world wide web port (port number 80).   Library databases should now be accessible to our students and staff from any computer with internet access whether on or off-campus.
