Multi-mode: Unit delivered via a combination of online content and a compulsory attendance component (including
examinations, practicums, residentials, etc.)

Online: Unit delivered fully online (including assessments).

Pre-requisites are other units that you must have passed before enrolling in
the unit.

From 2021, you will not be able to enrol in a unit in Student Connect if you do not meet the prerequisite requirements.
