This unit will provide a non-specialist grounding in
accounting and financial management so that you can appreciate the financial dimensions of decisions within business.

The unit will enable you to understand the impact of economic transactions on a business’s financial and operating capability as well as to recognise the use
of accounting information in decision-making without getting bogged down in the mechanics of the system. Building on this, you will develop fundamental
financial planning and forecasting skills so that you can utilise these skills in life or in business.

Talk with your teacher
and parent/guardian about your readiness to take on this extra
challenge.
